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ANTIBACTERIAL THERAPY OF RACING INFECTIONS:
PROBLEMS, QUESTIONS OF CHOICE OF ETIOTROPIC THERAPY

Modern drugs of first choice for the treatment of gonorrhea should be widely available, low toxicity, cause
eradication of gonococcus with a single use and quickly lead to the cure of infected patients. When choosing a method
of treatment for gonococcal infection, WHO recommends a test for antimicrobial sensitivity, and in the absence
of such an opportunity to use combination therapy. Monotherapy is allowed, but the choice of treatment depends
on reliable local data on antimicrobial sensitivity. The article presents the outcomes of studies and results of treatments
of patients with gonococcal infections, as well as the compliance of ongoing outpatient treatments according
to clinical protocols approved in the Republic of Belarus by order N 1020 of 10.29.2009. It has been established that,
due to the high resistance of gonococcus to penicillin, tetracycline and macrolide drugs, their use as monotherapy
is impractical. The appointment of combination therapy (ceftriaxone + azithromycin) will not only reduce the risk
of developing resistance to ceftriaxone, but also increase the effectiveness of treatment of under-examined patients
with co-infection with C. Trachomatis.
