* The control of timeliness of rework is carried out by the dean or his
deputy and the head of the department.

* According to the results of working out the missed class, a mark on a
ten-point scale is set.

* The mark can be taken into account by the decision of the
department when calculating the student's rating.

If a student was absent for a good reason,
a student no later than the next day informs dean office,

usually personally, about the reason for his absence.




* A student who has started/continued a lesson after skipping
classes, submits documents confirming the absence of classes for a
good reason within 5 working days to the dean.

e A student who fails to submit documents confirming the absence of
classes for a good reason within the prescribed period (5 days)
writes an explanatory note addressed to the dean of the faculty.

e Astudent who missed a lesson for a disrespectful reason must rework it within
two weeks after date of missed classes.

* The Dean of the Faculty, in the presence of objective circumstances, has the right
to set an individual period of missed class rework more than two weeks.

* If a student does not meet the deadline for working out missed class,

disciplinary measures can be applied to the student (remark, reprimand — “yellow
card”).
